For 2011 – working party to work towards all schools having samples assessed with asTTle indicators.
	The working party would like to work towards all schools providing an asTTle sample assessed against indicators for deep and surface features for 2011. This would provide excellent opportunities for cross school and sector moderation. Ideally is this were done earlier in the year, the professional development opportunity in moderation would be most beneficial.


2010 Requirements

These are the requirements suggested by the KC Transition Working Party for 2010. It needs to be emphasised at this point that for this year, schools provide the items they already have, and there is no suggestion that schools have to do these things if they are not already. The working party will seek to work towards more consistency and coherence in 2011 for 2012.  They will also look at more efficient and effective ways of transferring data.

The Colleges wish to continue to the Year 8  interviews during Weeks 6/7. It would be ideal if time was given to these valuable meetings.
