Issue we have had
Setting up the classroom, first week, not prepared enough – seeing the first days. Video/DVD of first days.

ESOL – looking for people willing to step up and take the responsibility of being buddies. Scaffold around glossaries/key words – culture responsiveness (what is appropriate). Key vocal at beginning of the session. Collins – really amazing lexical dictionary with images. And ESOL online – search on TKI – biology for ESOL. Smaller group discussion.

Māori – aims for the kids that get us somewhere closer – that helps us get relevant cultural ideas and language, learning a whole language can be overwhelming.

· Poetry – text message poetry. If this doesn’t work out, we will have to re-establish rules. Allowed to use text language. All text to her – if you abuse this we don’t do it again.

· Hungergames – facebook characters, have to update how characters are feeling at different times in the narrative.

Emerald – 

· Reading Des Hunt – integrate NZ History, Cry of the Taniwha, Whale Pot Bay. 

· Jess – for writing programme – big books with Doctor Seuss hats – rough sticky on that hat. Conference with kids on writing – go and find sticky from wall – stick to book – Velcro. Are you working on next step – put back, work on something else – Could keep a record of one that they have mastered.  Children instigating it gives ownership. Stickies come from rubric for Asttle marking.

· Post-its – targets and next steps. Work through target sheet. Teacher record + student record. Targets help with motivation and engagement

· Ian Quilter – observe for teaching maths –

· In back of books – I can page, what they can do. 

· Rotation tasks so that you have space for individual conferencing. Don’t try and see too many a day. Pick a pocket so that you can have a group conference. 

· Who wants to know what… setting up a tutorial space. Other kids working on different tasks. 

· Highlighters – Green for Grow, Pink – I’m tickled… then you can start giving them the pens. Model it using something on the board – Highlighter using IWBs. Helpful because they do marking before you get to it. 

Catherine – 

· relay races for revision, strengthening ideas. Get into groups of 2, pair a weak with a strong. Once completed one person comes up – if right then the next sheet – not just about first, congratulating 1st 2nd and 3rd. Make the weak have to be the writer.  You have to come up from this side, no pushing in line – like a race track. > A way of incorporating a really talented student – as another marker.

Debbie – 

· Motor activities – in groups of 6 in rotation – working in groups for several days. Onus on teams to help each other. Activities trying to vary them – coordination, flexibility, balance. W – in 10 minutes, 5 activities, 2 minutes. First thing in morning – before 9.30. Always 9-9.30 for fitness. When they get bored or too good at it just switch it up.

· Getting them out of seats in secondary classroom – board – stations – graphing speed and acceleration. Energiser books.

· David Kasoukis? – Brain gym guy – creating a book or really good brain energizer – Left brain/Right brain?

· Break – to shift focus.

· Yoga in the classroom – breathing – Aleksandra Tanasic – full on boys – energy goes and changes when they do this stuff – deflates full on stuff.

· Newsdesk: - reading and then retelling the news. On board

· Drama exercise – get them to listen to the furthest away noise and imagine what it looks like. Imagine what it looks like, coming to sounds closer and closer. 

· Listening to sounds. 

· Focus bells – just checking that you are on focus.

Words on paper as prompts for discussion

· Evidence – challenge – because, who is it for… to show to parents… how are we going to know? What are we going to use as evidence before we start.

· Learning-focused classroom – calling it work, 

· Cutting Asttle matrix into strips – looking into progression of what audience looks like with a class.

· Learning that we are doing, versus – work (framing experience in a different way)

· Feedback – issues around ASs. Wanting to give formative feedback. 

· Good feedback – where am I trying to go, where am I at now – how am I going to get there.

· Modeling – 

· Exemplars – are really handy, but put the whole thing on board – talk aloud about the strategies they are going to use – get the students to do that. Not necessarily just excellence exemplar.

· Idea that they don’t see what I see on the page – 

· Notice, recognize, respond - 

· Sociogram – who they would like to sit next to to work with and who they would like to go on holiday with. Create a circle diagram, the one’s that have noone pointing at them. Look up research.

· V.I.P thing – 2 people that week, each day they could share something from home. At end of the week you have to give to give a compliment. A real compliment is about a personal quality

· Ben reading in German – help them understand that the reason he has difficulty is because he speaks another language.

Measurable gains framework – Māori enjoying success as Māori – designed for schools to look at their cultural responsiveness. 

Teacher capability (for leadership and assessment) and learner capability matrix (student one that mirrors that) – from Kaye? LoC – where does it sit in the classroom. Learning clarity, feedback. 6 categories – get someone to observe or video yourself and assess against the matrix.

Paradigm with secondary – is there is a programme that has to be delivered. The only way they are going to achieve success is if you get them into the picture – fundamentally have to understand how they are going to receive that information. I know this – but I need them to know it – what do they need to know.

The next thing on the list? How can I make it engaging?

Classroom management

Chatty class – wants to talk to their neighbour – opportunities.

1 minute free-for all chat time – then 5 minutes focused work. Might work, might respond.

Music on, nice but not really pumping.

Tidy up music?

Global objective – I expect you to respect the person who is talking and the teacher – define version of respect.

Te Kotahitanga – observation schedule – looking for patterns in where teacher is putting their focus.
