Data from 2010 and 2011 PAT results tabled

There has been a shift in the scores over the 2 years.

A particular improvement in PAT mathematics although concern remains for Year 3-6 females and Maori students in this area.

Should the transition and cohort group stay together?

Work largely done for transition group – decided one more meeting would be of benefit to:

· establish a timeline for the passing on of information - 2011

· consider the technical aspect of how data can be collected and passed on over time so that teachers have easy access.

· receive  feedback on the usefulness of the data passed on in 2010. Discuss the strengths and weaknesses and establish guidelines for this year.

· provide an opportunity for Deans to give feedback on individual students  to contributing schools 

At present schools use different systems to keep data

The NZCER website shows aggregated data for the cluster but not individual data for each child

PAT data passed on from Year 8 is not able to be used in the College system at this stage.

How can this data be included in Kamar?

Data could be entered manually and then included in Kamar.

Pastoral record – The meetings between Deans and primary teachers are invaluable. Could this be extended? How could we make this information accessible to teachers?

Should we establish a Literacy group to work alongside similar lines to Numeracy?

Decided that resources could become stretched and to maintain focus of transition and cohort tracking

Bruce introduced a draft proposal to track Student Achievement and Engagement in Years 7-10 in Kapiti Schools in a longitudinal study 2011-2013

Only children starting in the Year 7 group will be tracked.

No new admissions to be included.

Children leaving the school will drop off.

An NZCER Survey to measure student engagement is proposed as part of the tracking.

Idea to be taken back to Principals group before we meet again .

Proposal is  to be taken back to teams and feedback to be emailed through to Bruce.
