(What do we know about the strengths, abilities and weaknesses of this cohort in our school?  How do we know?)


	2012

Primary Year 8 teachers from each school could meet 2-3 times year to discuss progress towards raising achievement in relation to each school’s focus areas.

Key teachers from the colleges should be involved at this stage (Year 9-10) to get a feeling for the cohort and how the primary schools are teaching and assessing.  They should also visit Year 7&8 classrooms to familiarise themselves with the pedagogy being used at upper primary level.  Year 7&8 teachers could also visit college classes to do the same.


	2013

Students from this cohort should transition to college with their college teachers having a good understanding of the levels of achievement and engagement which characterise this group.

Teachers from Year 8 could continue to liaise with the colleges while that cohort is in Year’s 9 (maybe twice this year).

Colleges should liaise with the cohort’s Year 8 teachers in the first year in specific circumstances with specific children if the history of primary school knowledge of the children and their families would be useful.


	2014

Students from this cohort should transition to their NCEA L1 year with their teachers having a good understanding of the levels of achievement and engagement that characterise this group.
