Business:

1. Working Parties  - run down on where each working party is at.

Assessment/Mathematics Pedagogy – teacher survey is completed and analysis just being finalised. Student survey is planned and will be sent out before the term. Management team think Y7-10 with about 25 from each school. Perhaps use NEMP or e-asTTle attitudinal questions as a basis. 

Assessment Years 1-3 – have had a number of meetings and are working at developing consistency across OTJ practices in Writing and Numeracy. They have a space on the website and have been contributing to materials to this. They are keen to look at new Mathematics tools at their next meeting.

Cohort Tracking – discussed Me and My School engagement survey. Management agreed that we would fund online survey at approximately $225 per school and $1.50 per child (Year 7 only). Bevan is to follow up with NZCER to discuss options. If possible we would like this data to be included on our cluster website. Bevan and Bruce will discuss this at OK Principals’ meeting next week.

e-portfolio group – Kaye to discuss this with Des Hedley to get his involvement with the group in line with its brief to explore the use of e-portfolios and generally good practice around this. He can liaise with Erika Rhodes from Paraparaumu College who has started some work around this with a meeting held last term with Carolyn Stuart.

ICT Events – Tony discussed the status of KC Moodle and is to provide a demonstration and some information at the OK Principals’ meeting next week. There is a reasonable amount of secondary content going up on the Moodle, now need to make primary aware of its existence and capabilities. The front-end is still to be developed.

2. Final Thirsty Thursday – was scheduled for 8 September with no confirmed speaker at this stage. We decided to push the date out to 22 September and have some student involvement. Tpny and Bruce to liaise to develop a session around enabling learners with a focus on dyslexia.
